Convention Gamers Amateur Poker Tour

The Convention Gamers Amateur Poker Tour is a sanctioning body for a series of Poker events at gaming conventions with the purpose of promoting the amateur play of the game as a whole. The Convention Gamers Amateur Poker Tour is supported and maintained by Concentric Convention Company. Any gaming convention that has a Poker event and qualifies can send players to the annual championship event that will be held at Concentric which runs in May of each year. Concentric is held in Chicago IL and players are responsible for their own transportation to the convention as well as any registration and event fees. 

Another way to view the Convention Gamers Amateur Poker Tour is as a sanctioning body. We provide a means of record keeping, a list of the top players, a format for play and organization. Events can have a separate sponsor which provides judges, prizes and equipment. 
Qualifications for sanctioned events.

Each event must meet these requirements. 

The Convention Gamers Amateur Poker Tour only allows two types of events. 

1. “Hold Em”: Sometimes referred to as Texas “Hold Em”. There are no wild cards allowed in this event. This event can have one of two formats, a no limit format and a limit format. This event is done in a single elimination format. Tables are combined when each table is between 3-5 players. It is suggested that there be at least 6 players at each table with a maximum of 11 players to a table. 

2. Dealer’s Choice: This event is Dealer’s Choice. Dealers can select one of the following for this event, “Hold Em”, 5 card stud, 7 card stud, Draw poker (5 cards). Within Draw poker dealers can select straight draw poker, Jacks or better to open poker and Jacks or better trips to win poker or Jacks or better progressive. This event is designed for a 2 or 3 round event. Each table winner moves to the next round. Only the table winner advances to the next rounds. It is suggested that there be at least 6 players at each table with a maximum of 11 players to a table. It should be noted that tables with more then 6 players may not be able to select Draw Poker as an option.
a. When run as a two round event each round is run on a separate day. The winners of each event advance to the final event on the third day of a convention. 

b. When run as a three round event each round is run on a separate day. The winners of each event advance to the semi final round on the fourth day and table winners play in a final round directly thereafter. 

All events sanctioned by the Convention Gamers Armature Poker tour must be for prizes only. No case disbursements are allowed for any event or organizer.

Monitoring

Each event is required to have a least one monitor for the event. The Monitor is not allowed to play in the round that is being monitored (examples; if this is a “Hold Em”, they can not play at all, if it is a dealers choice tournament then they can monitor one round of the event and play on another day (assuming that there is a separate monitor for the other round)).The monitor must be within eyesight of players at all times. To insure this it is suggested that there be at least two Monitors for these events. The monitor is responsible for the following. 

· Ensures that all players have the same starting money. 

· Ensures that all players have a change of decks on a regular basis. 

· Ensures that no cards leave the table. 

· Ensures that no chips leave the table. 

· Ensures that there is no cash awards for the event (trophies, medals and games are acceptable).

· Any break is limited to 10 min. In the event any player has not returned then play resumes with the players on hand. The missing players must still make any Ante or blinds during their absence. These will be taken from the missing players’ chips by the monitor until the missing player returns.

Submission of Events

The final six players are recorded on the player event form and sent to Concentric Convention Company or to joseph.miller@fedex.com.  This document must be signed by the Monitor and the Convention organizer or in the event that this is the same person the assistant convention organizer. In addition the total number of players for the event must be sent in (we only need the names and address/email of the top 6 players however).

Concentric Convention Company will award points based on where players finish and the strength of the field (number of players for the events). Current standings will be posted on the Concentric Convention web site (www.concentricconventioncompany.com).
Cost

Each event that is run must charge at least $1.00 over the standard event fee per person. This amount must be sent to Concentric Convention Company and be listed as for the Convention Gamers Armature Poker Tour. All fees are to go toward the purchase of high quality poker chips, felt for playing on, playing cards and, in future, folding poker tables and other Poker related equipment. In addition, some funds will be used for Trophies and medals for regional and annual events and large scale events such as Origins and Gen Con. No fees are to be used for the purpose of administration or payment to event organizers. Any assets (poker chips, cards, felt etc...) can be used by the local conventions with a written request. The convention in question bears all responsibility for the transportation of the goods. 

Example #1 Conception has 52 players in a “Hold Em” tournament and charges normally for a 6 hour event a fee of $3.75. The next logical break point is $5.00. Conception sends $1.25 x 52 players or $65.00 to Concentric Convention Company c/o of Convention Gamers Armature Poker Tour. This allows Conception to fund a trophy for the winner and the balance of the funds to get more chips, felt table cloths etc...etc..

Example #2. Origins has two tournaments. A dealer’s choice tournament and a “Hold Em” tournament. The dealer’s choice tournament has on Thursday 84 players, Friday 90 players and Saturday 85 players for a total of 259 players. The turnout for the “Hold Em Tournament is 103 players. Normally Origins would charge $4.50 for a 6 hour event so their next mark up is to $6.00. The total players is 362 players at a rate of $1.50 each. Origins would send a check for $543.00. This money goes for trophies, medals, more chips, felt table clothes, cards and about ¼ of a poker table.
