Poker (Texas Hold Em) 
Tournament Rules

Players will be assigned a number at Marshalling area.  This will be your table number you will be seated at. Once seated, each player will count the chips that have been assigned to him or her. All players will be assigned the same value of starting chips. You are required to count the chips once you have been seated at your table. If the chips are right then you pass them to the person on the right. If the chip count is not correct get the attention of the Judge. Once all players have confirmed chip counts play can begin.

Additional Ante will be $100.00 per person per hour. There will be an increase of $1000.00 per hour for small blind and $2000.00 for big blind until we have a sole winner. 
Chips will be provided. To determine the first dealer all players will cut the deck. The person cutting the highest card is the starting dealer. Hold Em this is the same as the Texas Hold em being played on several cable channels. We will use the official rules outlined in Hoyle book of Poker. Players must act as dealers!
The two players to the left must make a blind bet called the small blind (1st player), and big blind (2nd player) using the chart above for the amounts. 

Players may call for a short break during play. To call for a break ask for a judge to come to the table. The Judge will sit the table until all players have returned. During breaks all players must get up and return together. No breaks longer then 10 min is allowed except as outlined above (5pm and Midnight). 
Spectators are encouraged. Please note that spectators are not allowed to talk to any players for any reason. If a spectator must get the attention of a player they must go a judge. The judge will then in turn relay any information to the player. 

Additional rules are outlined in the sanctioning rules covered by the Convention Gamers Amateur Poker Tour. 

Note: The words you use are important. If you say call, then you can not raise after that. The proper response is Fold, Call or Raise and the amount to be raised. Don’t say Call and raise! You are either calling or raising not both! Don’t let your tongue mess you up!

The top 3 Winners will get medals. The overall winner will get a Trophy. Additional prizes may be announced.
