Poker Rules
Dealers Choice

Round #1. 

Players will be assigned a number at the marshaling area. This will be your table number you will be seated at. 

Once seated each player will count the chips that have been assigned to him or her. If the chips are right then you pass them to the person on the right. If the chip count is not correct get the attention of the Judge. 

Once all players have confirmed chip counts play can begin. 

Ante is $1.00. To determine the first dealer all players will cut the deck. The person cutting the highest card is the starting dealer. 

Dealer’s choice: The deal passes to the left. Each player selects which game that they are dealing. They can choose from 7-card stud, 5-card stud, 5-card draw and Hold-‘em with and no wild cards. The whole table plays that game. For example if Player 2 wants Hold Em them each person at the table deals a hand of Hold Em. After all players have played one hand of Hold Em the deal then is passed to the player on the left. Player #3 chooses to call 5 card stud. All players at the table will deal a hand of 5 card stud. Once this is done the deal is passed to Player number 4 who then will choose which game to call. 
The winners of each table advance to the next round. The Semi Final Round is Sunday Morning at 8am. 

Note for Hold em there will be no Ante. Instead use the blind as the ante and the double blind as a double ante. As all players at the table will deal this it will balance out by the last deal. 

Round #2. The semi Final round. The ante is $5.00 per person. The dealer has the same choices as round #1. 
Round #3 (For 3 round tournaments only). The Final Round. The ante in this round if $10.00 per player. All other rules from the second round apply. 

Cheaters. Once the players are sat down, they are not allowed to take any other items to the table, to take a break without the Judges permission or to talk to any player not at the table. Anyone violating these rules will be ejected from the event and may be ejected from the convention as well. Anyone caught palming a card or any other form of cheating while at the table will also be ejected from the game. 

The Winners. Will get medals. The overall winner will get a Trophy. Additional prizes may be announced.
